Certified Nurse Aide Training (CNA): (5 Credit Hours) 
 Knowledge, skills and abilities essential to provide basic care to 

residents of long-term care facilities.  
 Resident's rights, communication, safety, observation, reporting 

and assisting residents in maintaining basic comfort and safety.  
 A work-based learning experience that enables the student to 

apply specialized occupational theory, skills and concepts.  
 
EKG Technician Training: (3 Credit Hours) 
 Cardiac testing including the techniques and interpretation of 

patient physical assessment.  
 Electrocardiography, stress testing, Holter monitoring, vital signs, 

and cardiovascular pharmacology.  
 Basic electrocardiography procedures, interpretation of basic 

dysrhythmias, and appropriate treatment. 

Phlebotomy Technician Training: (3 Credit Hours) 
 Proper techniques/standard precautions for blood collection.  
 Skill development in vacuum collection devices, syringes, capillary 

skin puncture, butterfly needles, blood culture, and specimen 
collection on adults, children, and infants.

 Training, skills, and knowledge needed to gain employment as a 

Patient Care Technician in a hospital setting.

Where can I work as a PCT?
