
Chapter 19: Petition to Revoke Expulsion

Once five (5) calendar years from the date of the College District President or designee’s final decision have expired, 
the student may petition to revoke the expulsion. To initiate the expulsion revocation process, the student must 
complete the Expulsion Revocation Form and return it to the district dean of students or designee. To obtain an 
Expulsion Revocation Form, go to www.collin.edu/studentresources/deanofstudents/resources.html or contact the 
District Dean of Students Office at 972.881.5604 or dos@collin.edu. 

Once the completed Expulsion Revocation Form is received, the district dean of students or designee will forward 
it to the College District President or designee for consideration. The College District President or designee will 
review the student’s petition to revoke the expulsion and may request a meeting with the student prior to issuing 
a final decision.  

If the petition to revoke the expulsion is approved by the College District President or designee, the student will be 
required to meet with the district dean of students or designee prior to returning to Collin College. Once the 
meeting with the district dean of students or designee is concluded, the student will be allowed to return to all 
Collin College campuses and will be considered to be in good disciplinary standing. For more information, see

If the petition to revoke the expulsion is not approved by the College District President or designee, the student’s 
expulsion will remain in effect and the student will not be allowed to return to Collin College. 
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
