Requirements

Primary Tools Required:
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Auto-Darkening Welding Helmet (shade 9-13) Single shade is acceptable, if you know what shade
works best for your eyes.

Curved handle, Carbon Steel wire brush

Chipping Hammer

Small toolbox or tool bag to carry your items.

Minimum PPE Required:
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Safety glasses (clear with side shields) which meet ANSI Z87 Standards
If you wear glasses, goggles to fit over glasses or Side shields are required.
Welders Gloves (forearm length gauntlet style needed to start, will discuss further options)
Long-sleeve 100% cotton Shirt
Serviceable work pants: cotton or denim
6” leather work boots
Welder Jacket

Welder Striker (Flint-based Torch starter)

Shade 5 Safety/Cutting Glasses (necessary for Torch Cutting Operations)

Locking Vise-Grip Pliers or C-Clamp

Crescent Wrench

TIG Welding Gloves

Ceriated, Thoriated, or Lanthanated or EWG Tungsten : 3/32” diameter
